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We will now hear about the mishkan for the 2nd time – every detail, every hook and loop, every board and stake and weave, and every garment with every stone, every name and nuance and idiosyncrasy.  Didn’t we get enough of this the first time?

Well, did we?  Do any of us remember what we learned three weeks ago when the order for the Mishkan came down?  Do we remember what the Ark meant to us, or the Table, or the Menorah?  Did we ever have a sense of what the hooks and the loops meant?  It seems that the Mishkan is really, really important – it is about relationship to each other, and relationship to G-d. It is about listening, and boundaries, and consistency.

Every parsha has its own unique energy that we can tap into.  This week’s parsha describes how the Mishkan was built.  It describes the process by which the command given through Moshe to the Jewish people was put into action.  In that moat between idea and action so much has fallen.  So many great ideas have fallen victim to laziness and inability to follow through.  So this Parsha speaks to following through, to bringing all of the upper worlds down to the world of asiyah – of action.

This is an amazing time to contemplate what we are committed to in theory that never makes it into the world.  It is therefore a time to consider building our lives to reflect our priorities.
